Dr. J. Michael Pragman
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J. Michael Pragman is a learning and education consultant, specializing in brain compatible learning and teaching for today’s educators.

Michael has been an elementary school principal with the Lee’s Summit R-7 School District for the past 15 years.  In 2001, he opened the new K-6 Woodland Elementary School, serving 659 students.   Before that, he was principal of Westview Elementary.  Both schools have been named top 10 schools in the state of Missouri for test scores.

Prior to his administrative work in Lee’s Summit, Michael was an administrator with the Kansas City, MO School District serving in the magnet school program in the Science and Math Investigative forum.

A former Speech-Language Pathologist in Springfield and Blue Springs, MO., he has worked with students at the elementary, middle and high school level.   He is especially proud of his past work with autism and deaf education.

For the last several years, Michael has presented seminars locally, nationally and internationally regarding the latest brain research on teaching and learning and translating this research into practical and effective strategies for the elementary classroom.   This has led him presenting at The Association of American Schools of Central America; Dominican Republic, Readership Academy, International Reading Association (IRA), National Association of Elementary School Principals (NAESP) and the ASCD Powerful Learning Conferences.   15 years and counting, Michael is a ‘trainer of trainers’ of brain compatible science having studied under Dr. Pat Wolfe, Napa, CA, who specializes in brain research for educators.

Michael earned his B.S. in speech/language pathology, his M.S. in elementary administration and his Ed.S. in middle school administration, all from Southwest Missouri State University now known as Missouri State University.  He earned his Ed.D. in superintendency from the University of Kansas.

Finally, Michael has been an adjunct professor for William Woods University for the past 7 years,  Baker University for 3 years, facilitating instruction for M.Ed. and Ed.S ., and Ed.D. classes in the greater Kansas City metropolitan area. Why Brain Research?

In the past two decades, we have seen an explosion of research in the neurosciences and cognitive sciences.  We’ve learned more about the brain in the past few years than in all of recorded history.  This brain research is constantly providing new revelations about the structure and function of the human brain and most importantly for educators, how the brain learns.  This research does not tell us how to teach, it is not a program to be institutionalized in schools.  Teaching is decision making; there are no absolutes, however, the better we understand neuroscientific research, the better we’ll be able to teach it. In other words, we now have a much more solid foundation on which to base our educational decisions.  As we begin our exploration of the Learning and the Brain, this presentation will help us understand what habits are, how they become established in the brain, and how to give our students the lasting gift of these productive behaviors.

“Working Memory and the Brain”

Dr. J Michael Pragman
If asked what working memory is, most would define it as a “thing,” something that fails when trying to remember a name or is supposedly improved through certain types of practice.  Memory, however, is not a thing but complex neurological processes involving the formation of temporary or permanent links between thousands of brain cells.  Over the past two decades, scientists have conducted many studies that have greatly enhanced our understanding of these memory processes.

One of the most fascinating finds from these studies is that there are two distinct memory systems involving very different brain structures.  One type of memory system is called declarative or explicit.  This involves the recall of that which can be declared, as when you recall the name of your first-grade teacher, the definition of an adjective, or when you first learned to ride a bicycle.

The second type of memory system is non-declarative, also called implicit or procedural memory.  This memory system is more pertinent to our present discussion as it involves the development of habits and motor skills, those well-practice and largely unconscious behavioral routines we all carry out in everyday life. Procedural memory has been characterized as knowing how versus knowing what. Procedural memory is our ability to store automatic processes for routine actions. We can think of them as skills or habits, the ‘how’ to do something. They may be simple procedures like walking, brushing your teeth or tying your shoes, or they may be more complex such as driving a car or decoding words.   This presentation will focus on how we can involve our memory systems for classroom instruction.

This stress is killing me! …How about a remedy

Stress is a buzz word of modern times, but it is sometimes difficult to define. Stress can be good or bad, it can make us deal with problems in a more constructivist way, or lead us to health problems. Just like everyone else, teachers need extra energy when facing stress. In this presentation we will go over different situations that make teachers feel stressed and unhappy. We will share some ways to prevent stress, discuss about how to manage it in a positive way to make teachers feel happier and more successful.
Mónica Coto has a Master Degree in Education. She has been involved in the field of education for the last fifteen years. She has shared the second language classrooms with children, adolescents and adults. She currently holds the position of ELT/SCHOOL Academic Consultant for Pearson Education in Costa Rica, Honduras and Panama.

The presentation will summarize the methodology used in the guided reading approach, and then will explain the components of Scholastic’s Guided Reading Program, authored by Gay Su Pinnell. Por que no Aprende?
El objetivo de esta conferencia es concientizar a los docentes de primaria sobre las Necesidades Educativas Especiales que influyen en el proceso de aprendizaje de los niños dentro del salón de clase. 
Las Necesidades Educativas Especiales es uno de los conceptos que marca el cambio de paradigma en educación. La atención está puesta en las posibilidades del sujeto que aprende y no en sus limitaciones. La diversidad es lo más genuinamente natural al ser humano; la escuela debe responder a ello con propuestas acordes a las particularidades de los alumnos.  

La “inclusión” de un estudiante con NEE,  no la hace una sola persona. Debe ser un grupo comprometido e interdisciplinario; padres, (primero y principal) o tutores, comunidad educativa, profesionales que atienden o han atendido al niño; psicólogos, psicopedagogos, asistente social, entre otros y los docentes que trabajaran directamente con él o ella.

Debe entenderse que la atención de estudiantes con Necesidades Educativas Especiales implica creer que cada ser es único y singular y que no se pretende que el estudiante se "adapte" al modelo escolar y sus normas y reglas preestablecidas, sino mas bien, que la escuela busque alternativas que se basarán en la convivencia, la vivencia y un modelo educativo que tendrá como objetivo el respeto a la individualidad y el ritmo de cada uno.

A través del desarrollo de dicha conferencia se le brindarán al docente una serie de alternativas y estrategias en donde lo primordial será suplir las necesidades educativas especiales de sus alumnos en el salón de clase. Debido a que en nuestro sistema educativo aún no se cuenta con un proceso efectivo para satisfacer esas necesidades individuales de cada uno de nuestros niños, los maestros deben buscar herramientas eficaces para poder ayudarles a enfrentar el día a día dentro de un sistema diseñado para un estereotipo de estudiante. Los asistentes a la conferencia aprenderán a identificar las dificultades escolares infanto-juveniles más comunes de carácter académico y conductual. Developing Creativity through Arts and Crafts

There is a common myth that some people are born artistic, some children just love practicing drawing or coloring and creating and they will seem to have more advanced artistic talents than other their same age; both adults and children mistakenly believe that artistic skills emerge as an ability without practice but artistic habits can be stimulated in the setting you grow.

The way arts and crafts activities are set up in a classroom also determine the success of students developing such artistic skills, adults expect children to produce an “adult like piece”  we are quick to correct and “show” the child how it is done. This can contribute to the comments some children and adults make like” I am just not the artistic type” or “I am not that creative” 

The art area or art center in the preschool classroom should be a place for self expression and for students to learn skills needed later on for learning as well as a positive, and nurturing place to express creativity, develop self confidence and their imagination 

This presentation will give our participants a creative experience that they can easily create in their own classrooms, there will be lots of color, art, crafts and imagination. 

Thomas Aquinas defined "human" as, "a being with brains and hands. As such our greatest joy comes when we can employ both our brains and our hands simultaneously in ways which are creative, useful, and productive."

She taught Nursery level (3-4 year olds) for 7 years and this is her third year teaching Pre-Kinder level(4-5 year olds). The goals for creating and sharing a message  go from welcoming students to school and setting a positive tone for the day  to reinforcing literacy and other academic skills.

Music and Learning
Early childhood professionals have long known that young children learn experimentally, this means through play, experimentation, exploration and discovery, and this is a truly and exciting time to be a teacher, a child or a movement specialist, because more and more brain research is pointing to the link between moving and learning.

Movement is an important element in programs especially for young children. It promotes physical fitness and development of the whole child and it contributes to the enhancement of a positive self-image, self-confidence creativity and self-expression. Furthermore, movement stimulates the learning process...there is increasing evidence that because a child's earliest learning is based on motor development, subsequent learning is too.  Integrating music and movement is a great way for those teachers who want active children in the classroom ready to explore, discover and construct their own knowledge and to physically learn concepts in a creative and different way.

 What we basically pretend is to share some great fun activities that have worked with our children, because through movement experiences, abstract concepts become more concrete, it is far more likely to make a long-lasting impression in the child!

Phonemic Awareness, Foundations for Reading

Phonemic Awareness is the key that allows children to understand how the reading world works.  It opens the door for students to confidently walk into the world of reading.

This workshop has been designed to help participants develop a working knowledge as well as a conscious understanding of how language works. You will  have the opportunity to learn and practice activities and games that have been implemented in pre-reading and emergent classes with astonishing success.   Most of the activities are oral in nature, but can be readily adapted to written language.   They are presented developmentally, based on the five levels of phonemic awareness.

We expect that by the end of the session participants can take fresh ideas to their classrooms.  And as result, phonemic awareness will be effortlessly, but effectively, integrated into the core reading program. The activities will focus on the auditory, visual and or structural aspects of key words before beginning guided reading.
