This year’s Advisory Panel also
includes George Hotelling, the
winner of the first Pizzigati Prize in
2006, and last year's winner, Barry
Warsaw, the developer of GNU Mail-
man, an open source application
that’s helping nonprofits worldwide
manage email and e-newsletters.
